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Abstract

The study is divided into four chapters preceded by an introduction

and followed by a conclusion.

The introduction shows the importance of weapons in Ancient

Egypt. It also reviews the previous studies which dealt with this Topic.

The first chapter deals with the offensive weapons in Ancient
Egypt which divided into two main categories. The thrown weapons that
include the bow, the spear and the sling, the combat weapons which

include the Axe, the dagger and the sword.

The second chapter deals with the defensive weapons including the

shield, Armor and the helmet.

The third chapter deals with the military chariot and its importance

as a mobility weapon.

The fourth chapter studies in details the collection of the New
Kingdom weapons in the Cairo Museum (68 pieces in number) in
addition to two collections of arrows (about 500 arrows) for

The conclusion shows the most important results of the study, for
example, the rule that weapons can play in dating according to the shape

and style of the weapon which differs from period to another.

The study 1s followed by two Appendixes, the first one deals with
the Ancient Egyptian names of weapons, while the second offers a
concordance list between the registration number of the Cairo Museum

collection and those given by the study.
