- There was anther kind of the funreal steala consider as
monument which tie the deceased with the life world by invit
some gods 1o support the steala’s owner in the anther world,
and this mecan that the steala represent connection point
between the two worlds.

- Also there was the false door, that was architecture units have
religion aim, put in the fagade of mastabas, in tombs chapls

and in some temples

- On he steala imaged symbolic elements shared in the
religious rituals like winged disk, ogat eyes, this beside
represent some gods then the owner of he steala inscribed

offer the offerings to god or king.




Or find the owner of the steala seated on chair with his wife
received the offerings from the family and between them we find
offering table.

After that we find offering writing.

Here are less of steala haven't offring wrting and by this offring
which the king give it to the gods which in turn give it to the decasead

to continuation his life in the anther world.

- The coptic tomb stones have some changes, all connected of

the cristendom religion where it used the legneds and old
symblos to explain the new religion.

- The Islamic tomb stones used the Bassmala, el Shahdtin and

 some of Qra’an texts or some invetions with decoration

shapes.
