One of the reasons that makes the student choose the
subject of this study which concerning “The Nubian Deities on the
Ancient Egyptian Sources” is Dr. Moukhtar Khalil who was one of
the specialists in the Nubian studies and was one of supervisors
before his death. And another reason is that the student wanted
to clear names of this deities and the ways of writting and
interpretation them, their forms, titles, origin, roles, reliefs and
inscriptions, and their relation with the other deities . This study is
offering also a specialist complete and detailed shape unlike to the
previous studies which are deficient .

The study is written in two parts in a chronological
arrangement for the deities according to ancientness their
appearance. The frist part contains five chapters concerning Gods
and the seconed part contains three chapters [6 to 8] concerning
Goddesses .

Chapter | for the God Dedun (Ddwn), chapter 11 for the
God Mandulis (Mr-wr), chapter 111 for the God Arensnuphis (7rj-
hms-nfr), chapter IV for the God Sebiumeker (Shjwmkr), chapter
V for the God Apedemak (7pdmk), chapter VI for the Goddess
Wepset (Wps.t), chapter VII for the Goddess Anket (‘nk.t) and
chapter VIII for the Goddess Miket (Mjk.t).

From the obstructions are repetition of the informations in
the references or do not present new and it is not covering the
subject of the study, therefore, the student depends on getting
the informations from its original sources after analyzing it.

We can conclude from this study, the intellectual, civilized
and ideological connection between Egypt and Nubia. In addition
to the historical and geographical connection which is clear in the

similarity in the historical periods and the national extension of
the Egyptian land southerly. Therefore, there was a close relation
between Egypt and the citizens of the this region and this relation
changed by the change of the conditions: once it is peace and
another it is unneighbourly.

From the reliefs and inscriptions we can observe the
relations between Nubian deities and their Egyptian counterparts
in their forms, titles and roles with stimulation to the local style to
some Nubian deities. For example, the Gods Dedun and Mandulis
are similar to Horus in his form. Also the god Arensnuphis is
similar to Horus in his role as who he overthrow the enemies of
his father Osiris and his mother Isis as in an inscription in his
temple at Philae. Also Arensnuphis looks like Osiris and replaced
him as a husband to Isis in Dendur temple. The one who made
the same role is Mandulis in Kalabsha temple. Sebiumeker looks
like the Egyptian God Atum in his form and Osiris in his titles.
Also Apedemak looks like the Egyptian God Mahes in his form
and titles.

Also we observe that the Goddess Wepset iooks like Tefnut
and Hathor and she was concidered as a Nubian form for them in
some of the Nubian temples. Also we observe that the Goddess
Anket with Khnum and Satet formed the triad of the frist
cataract, also Miket is connected to this triad; it was supposed
that Miket was adored with Anket, Satet and Khnum in district of
the cataracts (as in a graffiti of the king Tuthmosis III at Sehel),
probably she was considered as a daughter of Satet and Khnum .

The relations were not only between Nubian and Egyptian
deities, but also between the Nubian deities themselves. For
example, it is proved through an inscription in the temple of
Arensnuphis at Philae, sometimes he is one face for the former
God Dedun, also the God Mandulis is another face to Dedun. At
final, it is proved through a relief and an inscription in the temple
of Ramses II at “Beit EI-Wali” that the goddesses Miket and Anket
had the same role as a mother and a protector of the king.

At the end, it is important to say that the Nubian deities
have also relations with Greek deities, in one case in some Greek
inscription in Kalabsha Temple. God Mandulis was considered as
“the son of god Zeus”, “the son of goddess Latona”, “beloved of
goddess Athina”, and was related also to Apollo in some of his
titles . And it is mean that the Greek culture and civilizational
influences reached southerly, in its maximum range and point, to
Nubia and its Religious Thoughts and influenced over its deities .
