Mythological representation in Ancient Egyptian
Archeology until Dynasty 30

Summary of the Research:

Mythology occupied an important status in ancient Egyptian
religion and civilization, myths first appeared at the end of the 5"
dynasty, through few various incomplete legends found in separate texts,
in some sources, such as the Pyramid texts, Coffin Texts, Book of the
Dead, and other books of the nether world, which appeared for the first

time during the New Kingdom, and include hieroglyphic texts and
vignettes.

At that time the artists chose the most important evant of . any

myth to be represented in a vignette... not more than one or two vignettes
for each myth would be represented.

This representation was very rare. Gradually those mythological

scenes started to appear more frequently during the late dynasties and
Greco- Roman period.

This research deals with the creation myths in the major ancient
Egyptian cities, Heliopolis, Hermopolis, Thebes, and Memphis.

Also, solar myths, and the Legend of Osiris were mentioned in this
research.

The Heliopolation cosmogony: which was developed by the
priesthood of Heliopolis, said that the sun god Arum had emerged out of
the primeval waters Nun, stand upon the primeval hill there, copulating
with himself, thus he produced the first divine pair, Shu [the air], and
Tefnut [moisture]. His hand which he used to copulate with himself was
personified as the female principle inherent in him.

With the birth of Shu and Tefnut, they started normal process of
generative creation.

From the union of Shu and Tefnut were boren the male Geb [earth]
and the female Nut (sky).



They were in complete union until shy separate them, the frequent
incongraphy that portrays Nut as arched over Geb points to the role of

these deities as mythic symbols of continuing generative power of life
and creation.

The next generation in this creative cycle proceeds the created
universe, from Geb and Nut there sprang Osiris and Seth, Isis and
Nephihys.

The nine deities formed the original mythic group of the gods
known as the Heliopolitan Ennead.

Hermopolitan cosmogony, had said that eight primeval Gods co-
operated together in the primeval waters and brought the sun god from
the opening petals of a lotus flower floating on the primeval waters, or the
sun god was hatched from an egg.

At Thebes, it was believed that Amun as primeval creator god was
chiefly worshipped as a goose [in the name of ngg-wr], or as a snake
[Kematef, his name means “he who has completed his time’.

At Memphis, the creator god ptah convinced the idea of creation in
his heart and it was given effect by his tongue which spoke the thought.

Also, Khnum was considered as a creator, who fashioned the body
of a child on a potter’s whell.

He also made the gods and people in the same way, he was the
creator of all beings.

Secondly, this research deals with some solar myths, such as the
daily reborn of the sun, either from the sky goddess Nut, who give birth

to the sun god every day morning, and swallows him at sunset.

After he was neborn, he emerged in the east from behind Manu, the
mountain of sunrise, to start his journey across the sky in his morning-

boat [m°dnt], he was accompanied by a number of gods who acted as the
boat’s crew,

In his journey he faced some difficulties, such as the threat of the
huge serpent [Apep] who attempted to stop the journey of the sun god,
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but he was able to overcome this difficulties, at sunset, he started his
night journey for the twelve hours of darkness, in his night-boat

[MSKTT] through the netherworld, where he united with Osiris, and for
his rejuvention.

At dawn he was reborn again as a young sun god.

Also the research shed light on other solar myths, such as the
destruction of mankind, the sole eye of the sun god, and the daily struggle
of the sun god against the serpent [Apep].

Thirdly the research shed light also upon the Legend of Osiris,
who have been smitten by his brother seth in a place called Nedyet or
Gehesty, or he was drowned near Memphis.

Isis and her sister NepHlys started seeking about his body, found it.
Isis was able to fall pregnant from Osiris, and gave birth to Horus at
Khemmis.

Isis played an important role in the funarary ceremonies with her
sister Nephthys, she fulfills the part of the mourning falcons, also aids the
rites of purification and mummification.

To these rites and that of the opening of the mouth ceremony was
assigned the power of renewing life. |

In a related myth, Seth 1s presented as the enemy of Horus, in their
feud, Seth 1s said to have torn out the eye of Horus, whereas Seth%
testicles were removed by Horus, but Thoth was able to bring back the
eye of Hours [where he gave it to his father as offering, because it was
considered as a source of giving life].

Their struggle was around the throne of Osiris, which was usuraped
by seth, at the end of this struggle, Hours was able to defeat seth.
