The gold of honor. The texts related to the military category in the beginning o
Eighteenth dynasty were telling battles events in details , with special focusing or
courage conducts in battles fields , and being proud with the number of golder
rewards . By the middle of the eighteenth dynasty , these description were be briefe
and mentioning only the honor of receiving golden rewards as result of courage.Th
civilian category that received golden rewards during Amarna’s period till the time o
king Ramses the second ,for less reasons,on the contrary of the period of Amarna.
Once again ,and during the time of the Twentieth dynasty where be grant for certai
reasons like establishing obelisks,statues and collecting the harvest taxation and othe:
The kinds of gold of honor represented in golden necklace , knotted head badge anc
Ankh’s necklace during the time of Old kingdom , and be divided into three group
during the New kingdom , First the civilian and military group and was representex

for military group only and represented in lion ,fly , dagger and axe .And the thirc
one for limited for civilians ,and represented in gold of honor, birds and fishes. The
cadre promotion were be confirmed to us by Noury dagree upon military promotions
for the field’s solider as follow : Solider, flag’s carrier and command of a bowmer
followed by high military ranks : army deputy and chief of police .As for the
individuals in the military administration,it was started with the army writer, soldiers
writer , and from high ranks ,t he army command and higher command of the army
And those were rewarding with several honorable titles like Brave, Warrior an
Master of plunders . The civilian promotions was under the same position or unde
several different jobs . These promotions were started to take different shape b
the beginning of the Eighteenth dynasty where be drawn in cemeteries’ wall:
describing festivals of granting those golden rewards and promotional rewards , th
mater that led to mixture for kinds of festivals .But after studying several specimens
were found that any person could be promoted to a position among the course of
rewards but only reward’s festival wasn’t enough to promote person. The reward:s
that belonged to other life, represented in funeral furniture, and this kind wa:
distinguished that other rewards, that it was given in most circumstances upon reques
of the distinct themselves for their king , Granting any kind o f these funeral reward
including right of tomb’s lord in possessing it as a gift from the king , Not only al
these gifts,but be extended to the royal giving to possession of lands,and it was giver
to the military category, that encourage them in defending their country . And mak
them satisfy about their living gain and their families . Most less rewards appearanc
were slave grants , were be returned to first signal during the Middle kingdom , anc
be connected with giving to military category in most cases. All these rewards witl
their different kinds ,were showed the brightness side of old Egyptian civilization.
