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Summary

This research is divided into:

Introduction, two parts and conclusion as following:-
Introduction:

Is about the importance of the titles, the names and the tombs
in ancient Egypt, the idea of the topic and the previous studies.

Part I:

Is comprised of eight chapters, about writing titles and names
of the tombs owners on the funeral equipments, the artistic and
architectural elements whether the fixed or movable vez, obelisk,
the shapes close to it, the obelisks bases tomb entrance, columns, or
pillars lentils (threshold) frames, the statues, false doors,
substituted plates. Offering tables, offering vessels, sarcophagi,
viscera vessels and boxes, heads rests, jewelry, frames above some
tombs facades some tomb ceilings, tomb proceeding enclosures,
serdabs holes and the family members belongings.

Part 1l:

Is comprised of three chapters about writing titles and names
of the tombs owners on tombs walls together with their scenes,
craftsmen and offerings scenes, and funeral procession scenes.

Conclusion:

The titles and names of the tombs owners were written only or
in a text, the names of the tombs owners only or in a text, the
titles of the tombs owners only or in a text on ten main places
and five secondary places which mentioned before.

The previous places didn’t have found in one tomb.



The false doors were the main place which included the
greatest number of titles and names of the tombs owner.

These places were found on outside and inside the super
structure and inside the sub structure of the tombs.

Most probably writing the titles and names of the tombs
owners began back to archaic period and continued during the
Old Kingdom.

Writing the titles and the names of the tombs owners was

joined with monumental stone more than the monuments
which were made of some other materials.

The aims of writing the titles and the names of the tombs
owners on their tombs are:

» They wished the eternity and immortality for their names
and titles.

« Expressing of their possessing for these places, where these
places were found inside the tomb then for the whole tomb.

=« Expressing of their possessing for the craftsmen and
offerings scenes and funeral procession scenes.

= The titles and names of the tombs owners were mentioned
as subject or agent, object, dative direct genitive- vocative,
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predicate and subject.
