Although the ancient Egyptian called (#%py) to other terms like Inundation water
or level of the Inundation water, and /#py appeared since Pyramid Texts and continue to
The end of the old ages.

The most important form which /i“py appeared in was the form of the offering
presenter where The ancient Egyptian thought that this offering representation will
return life and that with considering the most important constituents of life because of it
water Inundation.

Also the most important forms that 2y appeared with is when he being the
union operation (Sematawy) because he was from the most important union effective
where produce from the union what produce from the Inundation arrival from welfare
and plenty and so that he appeared when he doing this operation on the throne chairs of
the kings and gods and temple sculpture.

hpy considered from the gods that spread in all over the lands and so that we
had not found its temple or remains of temple although there is names for two temples
about him consider south and north 4%py and supposed he was had temples near the Nile
in all region, and this forms showed in form of offering presenter in temple where every
form load the region symbol and it was not every statue that take form of /py represent
that god but there was another quality represent kings in the form of that god to copy
property of that god to him self in considering symbol for Egypt and its fertility and
strength.

He showed in new form in the Grecian Roman period comprised between the
Egyptian thinking and the Grecian thinking.
