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Summary

The Pyramid Towns are settlements which were established within the
area of the Pyramid Complexes and thus, such towns became a unique
type among the other kind of settlements in Old Egypt, that deserve to
receive a specialized and prolonged study in order to collect all
information recorded on such towns as well as determining its main role
and discovering the real nature of its inhabitants and the economic as well
as administrative way of life inside these towns. The research was mainly
specified in studying the Pyramid Towns within the royal Pyramid
Complexes which were built to burry the Egyptian kings and queens in
Memphis cemeteries in the period starting from the third dynasty till the
end of the twelfth dynasty.

The study tackled various subjects related to studying the inhabitation in
Old Egypt, such as types of settlements in old Egypt, the general planning
of towns and the system of houses, in addition to other subjects related to
the study of the pyramids, like the geographic position and the
surrounding environment of the pyramids, the operations of constructions
and role of the pyramids as well as funerary rituals performed inside the
pyramid complexes. The main objective behind studying these subjects
lies in attempting to trace the different elements which affected the nature
of life inside the pyramid towns on one hand, and to contribute in trying
to picture the whole aspects of period of the pyramid project on the other
hand.
