Abstract
Mina, Montohtp and The First Ahmos have been considered very important in
the history of Egyptian ancient. Therefore, this research displays a Historical,
Archaeological, and Comparison Study for The Old Egyptian Civilization
During The Periods of those three kings. Also, summary preview for sequenced
political ancient in Egypt from the starting of families age up to the beginning of
new state has been achieved.
However, the thesis is divided into four chapters as follows:

“Introduction” that display the main objective of this research, the importance,
of the three kings, their role in Substantiation of old Egyptian civilization, and to
highlights the Egypt status befor, during, and after the rule of each king in order
to recognize the importance of the union and setelment role in Civilization
development and prosper.

The first chapter includes the following points:

- The circumstances of each anceint befor union.

- The internal and external arguments and wars in the country.

- The argument about the pedigree and rise of the three kings.
The second chapter includes an analytical investigation for each of these kings
and their roles in the union processes.
The third chapter contains scientific documentations related to the political,
administrative, sociological, religious, and military situations.
The fourth chapter deals with results and discussions of this thesis involved the

tracing of these kings in the civilization of Egypt.



Conclusion: it gives the main obtained results which are:
o The period that precede the union is the nokadia beriod itselfe (including
the development and parts).
o The union process was achived by the kings of zero family.
o Mina (Hor Aha) king was the chief of the first family.

Because of returning to decentralization in the first transition age the country
were weaked, but the Teba lords prevent it to be collapsed and they worked to
union it secondly under the order of the Mintohteb (Nib Hebt Rc) king (which
be the god later).

The interior weakness of the country in the second transition age, and the
governmient of the foreigners lead to rise the ardency and national sensation of
the Egyption public, so they defended for the ground and win -for the third time-
under the order of the first Ahmes king.
