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Title of Thesis: The Architecture types of The Shaft Tombs of
26" & 27" dynasties in Memphite necropolis, Religious
Texts and Scenes on its walls.

Summary: A new type of tomb, the shaft tomb, appeared in common use
during the 26" and 27" Dynasties, especially in the Memphite necropolis.
Since it is a type not usually found before that time, the present Scholar
decided to study this type of tomb, familiar to him through his work as
Inspector of Antiquities at Sagqara. Among the tombs studied was the
shaft tomb of Iufaa, discovered intact by the Czech Mission at Abusir in
1995-96. A number of other tombs are known from the Memphite
necropolis (Giza — Abusir — Sagqara) and it had been discovered intact
since the burial of its owner, A twenty-two of these form the study
sample for this research, so the Scholar studied in this research a 22 of
these form (Shaft tombs) Memphite necropolis which appeared in that
time, covering their architecture, religious texts and scenes on the walls
of the burial chambers, and objects found in the tombs.

The research is divided into three sections:

Section One: the Architecture types of the shaft tombs.

This section was divided to three chapters:

Chapter One deals with Late Period burials in Egypt generally
(Memphis - Lower Egypt - Upper Egypt), then the types of the Late
period tombs in Memphite Cemetery (with focuses on 26 ™ & 27
dynasties)

Chapter Two deals with the idea of design and construction of shaft
tombs, and confined all the shaft tombs whatever which published or
unpublished and considers variations from and exceptions to the general
pattern.

Chapter Three deals with the different building stages of the shaft tomb
and the ways which used by Ancient Egyptian to protect it and provide
security.

Section Two: The Religious Texts and Scenes on the walls of

the burial chambers in the shaft tombs.

This section was divided to four chapters:

Chapter One speaks about the Pyramid Texts, and examines the tombs
which contain PT spells, and then the important PT spells which used in
the shaft tombs.



Chapter Two speaks about the Coffin Texts, and examines the tombs
which contain CT spells, and then the important CT spells which used in
the shaft tombs.

Chapter Three speaks about the Book of the Dead, and examines the
tombs which contain BD chapters, then the important BD chapters which
used in the shaft tombs.

Chapter Four is an examination of the scenes which appear o n the walls
of the burial chambers in the shaft tombs.

Section Three: Objects of the burial chambers in the shaft

tombs.

This section was divided to two chapters:

Chapter One draws together the objects found outside the sarcophagus
in the burial chambers, including ushabtis, canopic jars, funerary furniture
(e.g. wooden chests), and other finds.

Chapter Two: takes the same approach to the finds from inside the
sarcophagus and coffin (on the mummy), including the wsh pectoral,
headrest, heart scarab, golden face mask and toe/finger stalls, Nets of
beads which fixed above the mummies and other amulets.
