Summary :

The Thesis deals with the subject of "The Depicted Scenes on the
Faience Vessels of the Late Period" According to the study the subject
consists of five chapters :

- Chapter one : The Faience.

- Chapter two : Deals with the most famous types of faience vessels
in the late period as : lotiform chalices , pilgrim bottles , new-year
flask. These different types of vessels and other that had various
shapes decorated with various scenes which divided on three other
chapters.

- Chapter three : Deals with scenes of gods and goddesses , the
most important of them was "Hathor" , "Bes" , child god seated on
lotus blossom , "Heh" "wd3t" eye.
