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Abstract

This search deal with women's hairdressing during the
ancient Egyptian art, which is an important element to give a
detailed of dating to the monument by comparing the dated
aim with other archaeological collections .

The subject of the search discusses hairdressing women in
ancient Egypt since the seventh century BC until the fourth
century AD, almost a thousand years, so has the descriptive
and analytical study of hairdressing through two sorts of
women: women in particular, such as Queens and Princesses
wives of Theology, and Priestesses gods and saints , And the
pattern of women turn to the general apportionment: society
ladies, ladies working class, such as midwives, carriers
offerings, musicians, dancers, collectors of flowers, perfume
makers and women mourning.

The search is appeared the stability of the Egyptian
hairdressing until the end Ptolemaic period, these hairstyles
are: tripartite division, square style, short haircut style.

For the ladies in Ptolemaic Egypt was representing in three
styles: (Egyptian) with the traditional differences in vertical
ringlet and the preparation of tapes which expires by ringlet,
(Hellenistic) which hairdo as melon style , hairstyle Lambdion
and multiple Rolls- which distinguished by Isis and lasted until
the Roman era, (Greek) and hairstyles with crimping
background with wearing the head scarf.

As for the ladies in Roman period in Egypt have many
hairstyles each according to the changing style which every
25-30 years and these fashions trackinge Roman empresses .

The search exposed to materials tha: were used by the
ancient Egyptian ladies for Hair care and prescriptions to
prevent falling, and hide gray hair coloring flower of Henna,
and the search gives the importance of wearing wigs and its
manufactured, also the search refers to the tools which used in



hairstyles to get the best forms such as combs with two edges
that have spread in Ptolemaic Egypt, hairpins and a tool
(curling iron )which is used for the tiny hairstyle with the
substance which was used . At the end of the search gives the
induction result which is offered to discuss the impact images
to and from Egyptian art, especially in women's hairdressing
such as the Egyptian influence on Greek and Roman ,the
influence of the Persian on Egyptian and the Hellenistic
influence on the Roman .
