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Summary

The thesis discusses the forms and expressions of reward and
punishment in ancient Egyptian literary and religious sources up to the
end of the New Kingdom.

It begins with an introduction identifying. In the introduction an
attempt is made to identify various aspects of abstract reward and
punishment in ancient Egypt, their types, causes and methods, as depicted
in literary and religious texts.

Thus matters of reward and punishment in ancient Egypt in both
daily life and religion are discusses. In this study also the researcher
compares between means of reward and those of punishment. The
Egyptians were a religious people deeply concerned with morals and
values and their application in this world and the other. They strongly
believed that the other life would be an inevitable end of this life.

This research (thesis) is divided into preface, introduction and four
parts.

The introduction examines the secular and religious disciplines
that deal with the concept of reward and punishment, this deeply-rooted
concept is discussed in contemporary sciences like psychology and
sociology. It is also investigated in different religious like
[Zoroostrianism, Judism, Buddhism, Islam and ancient Egyptian
religion].

Thus a comparison is held between contemporary disciplines and
religious in order to give a comprehensive analysis the topic.

Deals with the words used by ancient Egyptian to express reward
and punishment. It divides into two chapters; chapter one is concerned
with words expressing reward and; chapter two, the vocabulary
expressing punishment, in addition to the determinatives used to refer to
words associated with punishment. A list of the terms of reward and
punishment is included.

Investigates forms, expression, and means of reward and
punishment in literary sources. There are several examples from
proverbs, teaching, biographical writings, letters of the dead, and poetry,
stories, and the threats addressed by people to gods. The aim of
discussing these examples is to cast the light on the detailed forms of



abstract reward and punishment, this methods and causes, providing
detailed analysis of there texts.

Deals with forms, expressions and methods of reward and
punishment in religious sources, examples from "Book of the Dead,
Pyramid Texts, Coffin texts, Amy Daut, Book of Gates, Book of
Caverns", and other are essential for this section of research. Some myths
are displayed, including the "Annihilation of Mankind" myth which deals
with the punishment of the rebellion by the god, and the "Horus and Seth
myth" which deals with the punishment of Seth, the aggressor by Horus
and Seth, in addition to the "Truth and False" myth with deals with the
conflict between the two brothers. |
