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Abstract

Among all the Egyptian Goddesses, Nephthys remained a
mystery, this paradox relying on the fact that she was one of the
most famous and oldest cosmologies in ancient Egypt (The
Heliopolitan). This made most of the scholars ignore and
dismiss her comparing with the other gods of the osirian cult.
The name of Nephthys lasted as a mystery too and examined her
to give the closest meaning, her important role that reflects
funerary aspects of Nephthys more than a goddess of kingship
and royal aspects.

Nephthys had connections with many cult centers, some
of them strongly being places of worshipping her as a main
goddess like Komir in Esna where a temple dedicated to her and
the Goddess Anukis, in Hu she had an important position
between the Gods of the area as to in Qau-el-kabir in Asiut,
Seper-mero in Ahnasia and Bihbit-el-hagar.

Many Titles given to Nephthys as a protector and dynamic
Goddess, clearing the shadow covering her image, telling us
how important she was, then her name was part of the ladies
names and sometimes the full name itself.

The most important part of her role that she played in the
Osiris Myth, as it is very clear in the Pyramid and coffin texts.
Nephthys appeared as guardian of Osiris or Re-Osiris in the
religious resources later.

As Nephthys had many aspects, she had many forms, the
human form was that they preferred to depict her in, with
another famous depiction as a bird.

Nephthys relation with other gods and goddesses was clear
very early in history, with Seshat for example, Elephantine triad,
if we put in consideration her very special relation with her
family members, she had it also with other dynamic goddesses
like Hathor,Tefnut,Sekhmet and Neith, the matter lead to
identify Nephthys with Nike and Aphrodite in the Greco-roman
time.
