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Abstract

This thesis is divided into an Introduction and three parts. The first part is
consisting of three chapters; the second part is deal with two chapters and the third

part deals also with two chapters.

The Introduction is about the reasons of choosing the subject and the former
previous studies of the sandals in ancient Egypt and the officials, which are related
to the sandals, and is explaining the division of labor into parts and chapters, and

the ways of studying in it.

Part one "an analysis studying of the names, industry and prices of sandals

and the related officials" is divided into three chapters.

The first is deal with the names of sandals in the old Egyptian language, and

the idioms which related with it.

The second chapter is deal with the ways of making the sandals in ancient
Egypt from many materials like leather, wood and some botanical materials, the
sandal maker and finally quotation with many scenes of making sandals in the
private tombs from old kingdom to the end of the new kingdom, finally talking
about some rare scenes of the trading in ancient Egypt, exchange the sandals with

other materials and so the prices of it.

The third chapter discusses the status of the sandal bearer equal if he bears

the sandals of the kings, or bears the sandals of notables.

The second part “The importance of sandals, conception and usage of it in

ancient Egypt” is consist of two chapters, The first chapter is deal with using of



sandals in the funeral life, and its religion importance for the purifier priests and

for the dead in the nether world.

The second chapter is deal with the sandals in the ancient Egyptian

literature, which explain the importance of it for the ancient Egyptian.

Part three is about studying of types and forms of the sandals in ancient
Egypt on basis of painted scenes in the walls of the tombs of kings and privates,
movable monuments of them and the real models of sandals, and divided into two
chapters, chapter one is deal with sandals of the kings, chapter two is deal with

sandals of the privates.
