« Found four pots canopic (Cairo 25-4122 CG) under the name
"Waga Hur Resent” of the same Dynasty the twenty-sixth, but
there is no father's name, found his mother's name Taddei (Poplar)
Mahnt, this is not personal, "Waga Hur Resent" recent subject of
this study.

« Also it found on statues Ouchyti (Cairo 47353 - 47351 CGQG) by the
same name "Waga Hur" enacted and the Dynasty twenty-sixth but

did not mention anything about his Dynasty.



As for his tomb:

We find that the tomb in Abu Sir, such as companions of his time senior

staff and the priests, the military, which was evident in the titles they are

in a position for them to commend themselves to wells large end room

was buried, and have stopped this type of graves after that and continued

to the cemetery located by Serapeum in use and has been characterized

his tomb on the other are as follows:

They are linked to other wells (in addition to the existence of
amputation profile) is rectangular in shape so as to give the kind of
protection and an increase in the tomb secure against theft.

The longevity in this type of graves five meters, while a longer
corridor is located the tomb of "Waga Hur" which in recent longer
than ten meters.

With respect to the corridor is often tired two parts the first is
carved in the rock, which has a direct link between amputation
great and the second part represents the part built in the bottom of
the well the great and the built poorly to facilitate broken down in
the final stages of the funeral, but in a cemetery, "Waga Hur" in
recent found by a well cut at the age of in the middle stage, the
protection of a prototype.

Waga cemetery also did not contain the space between the burial
chamber and the wall of the well to the absence of that distance has
been replaced by a well in the middle distance was the work of
parallel slot openings in the roof of the cemetery.

The burial chamber was I looked on the four corners helps the
continuation of the coffin lid, but the thieves managed to destroy
the roof of the burial chamber and the coffin lid and access to the

mummy.



For the mscriptions has been found that there are no inscriptions
the tomb of "Waga Hur Resent", but small fee for each of the two
lines in the north wall of the decree and the Western Wall in poor
condition, while the eastern wall is not clear from anything. «

It is noticeable in the statues statuette were found for "Waga Hur
Resent" years it was recorded by the line in writing from the front
bears the name of the owner and the name of his mother and she
made each one separately and not in the form of one and that the
differences between the statues statuette.

The absence of a corresponding burial chamber because this is
common in an era where the owners of the cemetery graves
considered such as the pyramid, which contains texts of the
pyramids of the Old and affected by non-registration of scenes on
the walls of the burial chamber.

Despite the destruction of an ancient cemetery by thieves who
managed to get into the burial chamber and the destruction of the
coffin lid and part of the coffin but it was found in some of the
funerary furniture of the statuette, but not found the cemetery

canopic vessels.
