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{Abstract

This Thesis deals with a very important subject , war scenes in
ancient Assyrian art during the period between 9-7 centurys
B.C. compared to war scenes in ancient Egyptian art till the end
of the New Kingdom .

The Study contains a list of abbreviations and an Introduction
and three parts ,the first one deals with the war scenes of the
first assyrian Empire ,specially in the reign of king Assur-nasir-
bal II(883-859 B.C.) and his son king Shalmeneser ITI ( 859-
824 B.C.) the war scenes of the first king came from the Throne
room of the north west palace in Kalkhu, but the war scenes of
the second king were his bronze reliefs fixed on the gate of his
palace .

Chapter two deals with the war scenes of the second a ssyrian
Empire specially in the reign of the kings , Tiglathplaser III
(745-727 B.C), King Sargon II ( 721-705 B.C ), King
Sennacherib ( 705- 681 B.c) and king Assurbanibal (668-612
B.c).

The second part of the study deals with war scenes in ancient
Egyptian art till the end of the New Kingdom and it is divided
into two chapters ,the first deals with war scenes during the 18
and 19 dynasties ,specially in the reign of kings Sety I and
Ramsses the scound form his temples in Louxor and karnak .

the second chapter deals with war scenes during the 20 th.
Dynasty specially in the reign of king Ramsses III.

The third part of the Thesis deals with the comparison between
war scenes in both lands , a comparative study of the role of the
king ,weapons used in both lands ,such as sward and chariots .
