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Abstract

The subject of this thesis deals with the coffins of the sacred birds
and animals in Tuna el-Gebel Necropolis (Styles — Decorations -
Inscriptions)

This study is divided into: introduction, five chapters and conclusion.

The first chapter: The styles of the coffins of the sacred birds and
animals in Tuna el-Gebel

This chapter is studying the styles of the coffins which were made of
clay, limestone and wood.

The second chapter: The decorations of the coffins of the sacred
birds and animals in Tuna el-Gebel

The second chapter is studying the decorations of the clay and wooden
coffins which were decorated with a lot of scenes, introducing the
downer, gods, Ibis, Ma'at feather, and some elements like Ankh, Was,
Dd, Wydat eye, etc.

The Third chapter: The inscriptions of the coffins of the sacred birds
and animals in Tuna el-Gebel

This chapter is studying a lot of formulae or demotic inscriptions which
were written on all types of the coffins. Formulae include, in most cases,
the year, the season, the month, the name of the dedicator, the place from
which the dedicator came, and finally the name of the priest or the official
who received the coffin, and also studying the cultural and philological
features which were derived from the demotic texts of the coffins from
the galleries of Tuna el-Gebel.

The Fourth chapter: New Demotic inscriptions of some coffins of
the sacred birds and animals in Tuna el-Gebel

This chapter is studying Demotic inscriptions from the galleries of
Tuna el-Gebel, some of which contains new formulae.

The Fifth chapter: A Paleographical study:

This chapter is studying the most famous vocabularies which were
written in demotic inscriptions.

Conclusion: includes the most important results derived from this
study.
