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Summury of thesis

The thesis consists of five chapters, the first chapter dealt with the motivation of
Phoenician expansion and its purpose and it is divided into three main
motivations: Social, economic and political motivations.

For the political motivation, the researcher dealt with political and military
conflict to dominate the Phoenician coast.

Then the researcher dealt with the internal suffer for the Syrian Phoenician coast
that is represented in the emergence of new powers and internal division inside
the Syrian states in addition to the Egyptian Asyurian conflict for dominating the
area.

The researcher considered the movements of the people of the Mediterranean
are the most important feature in history of the Mediterranean as this is
synchronized with the retardation of Egypt.

The economic motivation are represented in the geographical location of the
area, specially the narrow coast, the location of the Phoenician cities that made
them nature ports and docks for ships construction , the second motivation is the
Phoenician economic support that depended on the forest wealth and some
agricultures such as olive, palms, wheat and grape and some industries such as
dyed clothes and glass industry this is in addition to the marine and navigation
force.

The Social motivation that is summarized in the absence of the political unity
and dominance of city-state policy that depended on the independency of each
city.

The second chapter dealt with the problem of historical expansion of the
Phoenicians and the stages of peaceful and commercial expansion, reaching to
the actual presence and settlement. the researcher in this chapter had counted the

Phoenician cities in north Africa and their history through archeological study.



In the third chapter, the researcher concentrated on the economical effect before
and after the Phoenician settlement, and dealt with the important of the Western
Sahara territory for the Libyan tribes and Egypt. The researcher indicated the
relation between Egypt and North Africa had facilitated the Phoenician intrusion
in the region and Libyan intrusion in the Egyptian society.

The fourth chapter studied the religious relations and effects through
concentration on to what extent the Libyan field had been affected by Egyptian
deed ideas and its revolution that had been shown through the funeral furniture ,
architectural engineering for the Libyan tombs and different ornamental
elements.

At the end, the researcher assigned the fifth chapter for the study of Egyptian
