Chapter One: (The Ancient Egyptian Vision toward the
Netherworld, and its names) ,
This study begins with an attempt to recognize the imaginative
foresight destiny or fate, which the Ancient Egyptian expected
through the different texts; it concludes also a study of the
words which he named on the netherworld, and which reflexed
the positive and negative view towards this place.
Chapter Two: (Location of the Netherworld)
This chapter studies where would be the netherworld, according
to the various texts and to the different eras; and how the soul
could reach this place, either 1t would be celestial or not
(beneath trre ground).
Chapter Three: (Fields of the Netherworld)
This part is a study of the whole fields, which are much closely
to the paradise in ancient Egyptian conception and of which the
field of Iaru and Hetepu are the most important.
Chapter Four: (Waterways and Islands)
The waterways, which exist in the netherworld varies from lakes
to pools and rivers which play with the different islands a big
role in the dead purification.
Chapter Five: (Mountains and Hills)
These mountains did not play such big role as the previous
places: but the hills, which noted in chapters 149, 150 from
"Book of the Dead", were considered in themselves different
- places and localizations of the netherworld.
Six: This chapter studies the caves, chapels, tombs, houses
of the gods. and the judgment halls that play different roles.
Chapter Seven: (Dangerous Places and Hell' Divisions)
This part begins with an introduction about the various ways of
punishing the guilty dead; a vision about the different risks
which the dead would meet in his way to his abode, and finally
the places, which considered part of the ancient Egyptian hell.
Conclusion: In view of these chapters, this summary has the most
important results that the researcher had already reached through
this study.
