The thesis dealt with the style of Ancient Country People
Graveyards. The style means the type or model which does not only refer
to the graveyards architectural style but it also includes the material
atmosphere which surrounds the spirit that forms and frames it from
inside. Thus it was necessary to go deeply through this spirit so as to
reach the core of the human beings which represented this period and
whose style attracted us to. Thus the study dealt with the architectural
style, decorations and engravements, then the funeral equipment that
accompany the deceased in his second life. It also studied and analysed
the styles history, its development and explaining its essence, its motives,
its goals. In addition to the traditions, creeds and the social systems which
it reflects.

Dealing with the people graveyards, is by knowing those of high
levels in this country who occupied prominent positions under the king’s
and his relatives power. Those people were living in the capital and the
surrounding area.

But as for the regional areas it did not have enough the same
graveyards as that of the Great Country People, except since the Sixth
Family when it began by the graveyards of the regions Rulers. As for the
public people, there were no enough graveyards, as their cemetery do not
exceed a slightly deep hole together with little corpus. This means that
the unwealthy poor people’s graveyards was not changed nor developed
since the beginning of history, but it was less bearable as nothing of it
was found as it was excavated of less level. The Research Methodology
was as follows :

The thesis includes four chapters. Chapter one includes, first:
Manef and Sakara graveyard. Second: The architectural style of the
Ancient Country people graveyards in Sakara. Chapter two: It dealt with
the architectural stvle of the old country people cemeteries in other

gravevards which are Al Giza Hill graveyard — ElI Hawawish graveyard -



El Hagarassa graveyard — Oasis graveyard — El Gabrawa Monester
graveyard — Meir graveyard — Thebes graveyard.

Chapter Three : It included first : The Architectural factors of Ancient
Country people graveyards in Sakara. Second Distribution of scenes and
engravements on the old kingdom people’s graveyards in Sakara and
other graveyards.

Chapter Four: It includes first : The monuments moved from the
cemeteries of the Old Kingdom people. Second: Coparitive study
between cemeteries of the Old Kingdom people’s graveyards in Sakara
and other graveyards. Then the researcher results, the list o ferences,
index, photos and shapes.

The thesis ended in general by the existence of three types of
graveyards either in Sakara or others which are “El Mastaba — Outdoor
Stone Bench. The Rocky graveyard — the graveyard consisting of a built
part and another part engraved in the rock. The cemeteries style in other
graveyards is influenced by the Art school in Manef and Sakara.
Meanwhile, the differences between them was regional differences
required by periodic authorities together with other religious
considerations upon which the cemeteries architecture was based.

However, all the amendments or changes made for it that conform
with the environmental conditions did not stop it from preserving its spirit
and its main environmental factors. For example the resemblance
between “Meraroka” cemetery in Sakra and “Bebi Ankah Hany Kam™ at
Meir area for its complex assembly and scences that follows the same
school.

As for worshiping systems, the Raizez system could not be applied
on all graveyards as it was developed from long ago and their site was not
specified according to a previous design planning. In several cases, the

old and modern cemeteries has formed one inseparable unit.
