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Abstract:

The subject of this Thesis is about the relationship

between a mothergodess and her sons & daughters in
ancient Egyptian Pantheon.

The ancient Egyptians worshipped a large number of
divinities,some were considered as mothergodesses,and
others were considered as their sons &daughters.

The thesis is divided into seven chapters:

Chapter one:

Gives the reader a general idea about mothergodesses,their
epithets, titles and their roles towards their sons.

Chapter Two:

Gives the reader a general idea about the sons and daughters
of a mothergodess,their names,epithets and their roles.
Chapter Three:

Deals with the role of a mothergoddess in the theories of
world creation legends, and her role in declearing some of the
nature Phenomena(the annual birth of the sungod,moon,and
stars).

Chapter Four:

Deals with the relationships between the most famous
mothergodesses and their sons&daughters,extracted from
religious texts such as: Pyramid texts,Coffin texts,Book of
the dead and some papyrus.It also shows this relation from
some works of art such as:Reliefs,Sculpture,Minor arts.
Chapter Five:

Deals with the relationships between the less famous
mothergodesses and their sons,some of which their role is
very limited and the mothergoddess practiced her role as a
mother in a triad of gods especially in some temples dated to
the Ptolemaic and Roman period.

Chapter six:

Deals with some mothergoddesses specialized in protecting
the child at his birth,nursing him and predicting his future.
Chapter Seven:

Deals with the divinity of kingship, that was proved by
several attempts of the king to show his divine origin by:
representing himself like the sun god who is renually reborn,
showing himself suckling from a mothergodess, and by :
registering his divine birth on the walls of some major
temples.
