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Abstract

The offering of Heh is considered one of the most common
offerings in Egyptian temples during Greco-Roman period due to its role
in giving breath of life to the god whom is offered and to enable him to
ascend to heaven . Although this offering was not depicted in temples
before the New Kingdom, archaeological evidences proof that it was
known from Pre-dynastic period. This thesis is representing a study to 61
examples of this offering that were depicted in Egyptian temples in
Greco-Roman period.
